CWL is seeking nominations for the annual Joan Dempsey Klein Distinguished Jurist Award.  This award will be presented to the recipient at CWL’s Southern California Judicial Reception, scheduled for May 18, 2012.  Please be sure the candidate being nominated is available on this date. This award was established in 1994.  The first recipient was Presiding Justice Joan Dempsey Klein of the California Court of Appeal, Second Appellate District.  The award was subsequently named for her.  Justice Klein has been and continues to be a champion of women’s rights and a pioneer in the struggle to achieve equal opportunity for women in the law.  She was a Founding Mother and the first provisional President of CWL and Founder and first President of the National Association of Women judges.  She has greatly contributed to the advancement of women in the legal profession.  

Candidates for the Joan Dempsey Klein Award are evaluated for their excellence as jurists and for longstanding and vigorous service and inspiration to the women lawyers of California.  Prior award recipients include Chief Judge Irma E. Gonzalez of the District Court for the Southern District of California (2011), Los Angeles County Superior Court Judge Deborah B. Andrews (2010), Fourth District Court of Appeal Justice Eileen C. Moore (2009), San Diego County Superior Court Judge (Ret.) Patricia Yim Cowett (2008), United States District Court Judge Consuelo B. Marshall (2007), Orange County Superior Court Judge Wendy Lindley (2006), Los Angeles Superior Court Judge Sandra Thompson (2005), Fourth District Court of Appeal Justice Judith Haller (2004), Pamela Iles (2003), Los Angeles Superior Court Judge Fumiko Hachiya Wasserman (2002), and Second District Court of Appeal presiding Justice Vaino Spencer (2001).
